IV. Community Hub Composting Presentation — Pete DuBois and Celina Montgomery (*01:08:11)
e Congregation to Community Composting Hub transition
e Pilot began as a residential program
o At home composting not available to all county residents
e Enrolled churches to host composting bins to their congregants
o Congregants would bring in food scraps to churches
e Has been successful enough to spread to other commercial businesses
o Commercial facilities — employees only
o Community hubs — available to anyone
e Looking to have more community hubs, and expand commercial to community
e Food waste has been largely contamination free
e Food waste is sent to Dirt Huggers for composting
o Weekly reporting helps determine successes, and needs
