To consider approval of a Resolution Calling for Election of Charter Review Commission members
at the November, 2020 General Election for the purposes of reviewing Clark County’s Home Rule
Charter.

BACKGROUND

In November 2014, Clark County votets approved the home rule charter form of government.
Atrticle 9 of the Clark County Home Rule Charter (“Chatter”) requires petiodic review of the charter
by a Charter Review Commission (“Commission”). The review, per Article 9.2, is to “review the
charter to determine its adequacy and suitability to the needs of the county and propose necessary
and appropriate amendments.” '

Article 9.1A of the Charter requires the review to first occur five years after adoption of the charter.
At that time, the Council must call for an election of Commission members. The November 2020
general election is the first general election following the certification of the election results in
November 2014, so it is now time for the Council to call for an election of Commission membets.

Per Article 9.1A, the Commission “shall consist of fifteen (15) petsons, elected on a nonpartisan
basis; three (3) will be from each council district and three (3) will be countywide. These candidates
shall file duting the regular candidate filing period and pay a twenty-five ($25.00) filing fee. No
primary will be held for this election. The election shall be held at the November general election.
The member receiving the greatest number of votes shall convene the commission. The term of
office for persons elected to the commission shall be one (1) year or until the work of the
commission concludes, whichever occurs sooner.” ~

COUNCIL POLICY IMPLICATIONS

Per Article 9.1C of the Charter, the County Council is required to provide the Commission with
“reasonable and necessary money, facilities and setvices to effectively fulfill its purpose.” “The
Commission members do not receive a salary, but are entitled pursuant to the Charter to
reimbursement for reasonable-out-of-pocket expenses.

A RESOLUTION relating to electing Charter Review Comrﬁission members.

WHEREAS, Article 9 of the Clark County Home Rule Charter requires an initial
review of the Charter five (5) years after adoption; and

WHEREAS, after the initial five (5) year period, Section 9.1(A) requires the
County Council to “cause an election of a charter review commission,” and outlines the
required members of the commission; and

WHEREAS, five years have passed since Clark County voters approved the
Home Rule Charter in the November 2014 election, ar}d the election was certified, and

therefore it is time to call for the election of Charter Review Commission members.

NOW, THEREFORE,
BE IT ORDERED AND RESOLVED BY THE CLARK COUNTY

COUNCIL, STATE OF WASHINGTON, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Pursuant to Article 9 of the Clark County Home Rule Charter, the
Clark County Auditor is hereby instructed to conduct an election of 15 Charter Review
Commission (“Commission’) members during the general election of 2020 as indicated
below.

Section 2. Pursuant to Charter Section 9.1A, Commission members shall be as
follows:

1. Three members from Councﬂ District 1;

2. Three members from Council District 2; -
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3. Three members from Council District 3;

4. Three members from Council District 4; and

5. Three members elected countywide.

Section 3. Pursuant to Charter Section 9.1(A), Commission members shall file
during the regular candidate filing period and pay a $25.00 filing fee. No primary shall be
held for this election.

Section 4. Pursuant to Charter Section 9.1(A), the term of office for Commission
member shall be one (1) year or until the work of the Commission concludes, whichever
occurs sooner.

Section 5. Pursuant to Charter Section 9.1(A), the member receiving the greatest
number of votes shall convene the Commission.
